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Several trials in the field of advanced kidney cancer have been carried out of immune checkpoint 
inhibitors: a type of drugs that helps your immune system fight cancer. The data derived from these 
trials confirm that patients with advanced kidney cancer survive longer if they receive the following 
combination of: 
 

• The drug axitinib as a tablet plus the liquid pembrolizumab injected into a vein 

• The drug cabozantinib as a tablet plus the liquid nivolumab injected into a vein 

• The liquids nivolumab and ipilimumab, both injected into a vein 
 

 
As a result, the EAU Guidelines on kidney cancer recommend this combination as the first treatment 
for advanced kidney cancer.
